1. Eligibility 

(1) International students (including research students) enrolled in the University of Tokyo as of April, 

2026. 

(2) Students applying for a couple or family room should note that all family members who will live 

together are required to move in together. 

(3) Students who fall under the following categories are not eligible to apply. (*1): 

   (a) Foreign residents in Japan with permanent residency 

  (b) Students who lived in the University of Tokyo International Student Dormitory for six months and 

more during the past three years as of April, 2026 (except previous stay in MITAKA International 

Hall of Residence when you were the first or second year of undergraduate students) 

  (c) Students extending the regular study period (only for MITAKA/TOSHIMA International Hall of 

Residence). 

  *1: Students who fall under (b) are eligible to apply for Mejirodai International Village and 

International Lodge KASHIWA.

If you have any requests for room accommodations, 

please contact us individually. If necessary, we may confirm your individual circumstances in an interview. 

Please note that we may not always be able to meet your request depending on the availability of 

accommodations. 

*Gender indicated on various official certificates such as passports, residence cards, individual number 

cards (the social security and tax number system known as "My Number" in Japan), driver licenses, etc. 

Please ensure that you fully understand the distinctive features of the shared facilities at each dorm 

building and the purpose of introducing the All-Gender Floors before applying.
